   This year will be remembered as the time when there were major chang-
es in worship styles.  There have been congregations meeting in churches, 
small groups in homes, telephone conferencing, Facebook online, and the 
use of internet services like Zoom.  Sadly, there are probably many not   
experiencing the fellowship and the encouragement they need for contin-
ued focus on the Scriptures and prayer.  Isaiah 55:6 reminds us to “Seek the 
Lord” – study the scriptures, and “call on him” – turn to Him in prayer.    
Further in this same chapter we are reminded why this is important: Isaiah 
55:8 ’“For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my 
ways,” declares the Lord.’ 
   What are God’s thoughts and what are His ways?  There is not a single  
writer that can make a list for us.  The only avenue to know God’s thoughts 
and ways is through studying the scriptures and spending time with Him in 
prayer, as individuals.  It is the responsibility of each person to develop a 
closer relationship with God.  Thankfully, we are not left without resources 
to help with individual study.   
   There is a book that has the following questions on the back cover: Would 
you really like to know God? Do you ‘hunger and thirst’ for fellowship with 
God?  Are you longing for God to be more intimate with you?  These ques-
tions are asked by Pastor Dick Purnell, the author of “Knowing GOD by HIS 
NAMES”.

    One evening a man leading the songs in his church stopped the music and said, “The name of God 
we are singing about comes from Psalm 18.  By understanding His name you will have greater insight 
into who he really is.”  Pastor Purnell was intrigued with this idea and began the process of searching 
for God’s names.  While going through this exercise he realized that in biblical times a name meant 
something different from what it does to us today.  In our culture a name is given to a child to identify 
him from other people – it does not have any reference to his inner being.  A name in the Bible re-
ferred to a particular trait or characteristic about the person.  There are several occasions when the 
Lord changed a person’s name: i.e. Jacob (‘deceiver”) to Israel (“one who interacts with God”). So how 
many names did he find?  At least 236!  God has so many names because each one puts the spotlight 
on a particular aspect of His incredibly complex character. 
   Dick Purnell spent 13 years compiling a book that offers guidance in how to develop an intimacy with 
God in 31 days.  Along with this study, he includes a chart with all 236 names of God that he has  
identified: Name – Characteristic – Key Passage.  Going one step further, there is a section, “Procedure 
for Unlocking the Mysteries”, where one name is chosen from the list for an in-depth study.
